From Assessment to Monitoring:
A New Strategy to Cope with Social Stability Risk

Zhang Huan

Abstract: In recent years, to respond to the new normal situation that all kinds of events affecting social
stability happen frequently, social stability risk assessment mechanism in major policy decision-making has
been the core strategy in the policy requirement of the central government and policy practices of local
governments. However, this mechanism has not achieved the expected effectiveness. The main reason is that
the policy implementation itself also produces a lot of social stability risks that could not be completely
predicted and prevented in the decision-making phase. Therefore, an effective social stability risk management
system must extend to risk monitoring in policy implementation phase. The core of a social stability risk
monitoring mechanism is to predict all kinds of events affecting social stability by monitoring the attitude of
policy audiences, and to provide warning information in order to prevent and deter the events.
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
